Recently
widowed and leaving a trail of scandal behind her, "diabolical genius"
and legendary flirt Lady Susan Vernon arrives to stay with her
estranged in-laws in the country, where she torments a young admirer
(Xavier Samuel) and plots to marry off her meek daughter (Morfydd
Clark) to a wealthy fool (a hilarious, scene-snatching Tom Bennett).
Excellent cast, delicious, witty — simply great fun. Channelling and
embellishing the source material's subversion, Stillman toys with the
traditional trappings of period drama, throwing out the stuffiness in

KIDS DO THE BAKING

Making 6 F i o n ais s€easi. ¥ofhurt pots become the measure —
no scales needed.

You need:
Plain yoghurt (5floz pot size
Self-raising flour 3 measures

Caster sugar 2 measures
Sunflower oil 1 measure
Eggs 3

Large, deep cake tin
For the filling (when cold}

Ripe bananas (mashed) or sweet apple sauce or brown sugar and
crushed walnut mix.
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What to do:

1. Pour the yoghurt into a big bowl.

2. Use the empty pot to measure the sugar, flour and oil into the
bowl.

3. Add eggs and stir to mix well — good fun but good workout for
arm muscles!

4. Pour mixture into a deep cake tin (line base if you wish).

5. Adult takes over now. Put cake into pre-heated oven at 175
degrees C.

6. After 55 minutes, test with a skewer to check no mixture sticks
to it. If it does, allow another 5-10mins and then re-check. The
timing is variable, not exact like a sponge.

7. Remove from oven when cooked and allow to cool for 30 mins
or more, then remove from the tin. Will keep like this for the
next night after school.

8. When the cake is cold, cut in half. If using banana fill cake and
eat without delay. If some is left you can eat the next day as
brown banana is tasty.

9. This makes a very deep cake with generous slices for 10.
